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CHAPLAIN’S REPORT –   Fr. Bob had one of his infrequent 
absences. 
 
TREASURER’S REPORT –  I think I heard Ray say 
something about $15,028 in the bank. 
 
FINANCIAL SECRETARY’S REPORT –  Scott asked for a 
motion regarding the prepaid dues with a second reading in 
March. Bill Brickhill proposes. Motion passed. 
 
Busy month as we collected approximately $4,000 in dues 
and another $4,700 in NYE and Wine Tasting sales and 
almost $9,200 overall. However, large proceeds means large 
disbursements and January is no exception. We had to pay 
approximately $1,200 in semi-annual Supreme assessments 
and $3,328 for the two dinners. Total spending was 
approximately $6,500. We have $7,200 in operating 
(unrestricted) and $15,800 in total funds. 
 
Thank you to all that have paid your dues. For those that 
have not paid, a payment of $38.00 is now past due. At your 
option, a payment of $92 will keep you current and me off 
your back through 2012. If you have any questions or 
concerns regarding your dues, please contact Glenn or me.  
 
SECOND READING NOTICE: We have collected just over 
$1,000 in advance dues payments so far. Because of that, a 
first reading on a motion was made at the February meeting 
that will authorize the transfer of $1,000 to a nine-month CD 
so the dues payments intended for 2011 and 2012 can earn 
interest until they are made available at the beginning of 
2011 and 2012 respectively. A second reading of the motion 
will be read at the March business meeting.

We will see a modest 
savings of roughly $150/year by making the switch. Please 
make sure I have your current e-mail address by contacting 
me or updating your information at www.kofc.org.
